The Commercial Electronic Reporting Amendment includes Amendment 54 to the Fishery Management
Plan (FMP) for the Snapper-Grouper Fishery of the South Atlantic Region; Amendment 4 to the FMP for
the Dolphin and Wahoo Fishery of the Atlantic; Amendment 35 to the FMP for Coastal Migratory Pelagics
Fishery of the Gulf of Mexico and Atlantic Regions; and Amendment 57 to the FMP for the Reef Fish
Resources of the Gulf of Mexico.

This action would require commercially permitted vessels to submit electronic fishing reports on electronic
reporting forms approved by the NOAA Fisheries' Southeast Fisheries Science Center Research Director.

This action is administrative in nature and therefore not expected to have any direct effects,
positive or negative, on the biological environment.
