2. Construction activities shall not result in the disturbance or alteration of greater than
0.02 acre of waters of the United States.

3. Any deviation in construction methodology or project design from that shown on the
above noted drawings must be approved by this office, in writing, prior to performance
of the work. All modifications to the above noted project plans shall be approved, in

writing, by this office. No work shall be performed prior to written approval of this office.

4. This office shall be notified at least 10 days prior to the commencement of
