Instructions for AQM-7: CO2 Permit Application
1.
Provide the company name.  This is especially important if the site or facility is a subsidiary of a larger company.
2.
Provide the mailing address of the company.  This is especially important if the site or facility is a subsidiary of a larger company.
3.
Provide the name of the site or facility.  For example: Widget Makers, Inc., Dover Assembly Plant.
4.
Provide the site or facility mailing address if it is different from the Company mailing address.  If it is the same as the Company mailing address, enter "same as Company mailing address" or "not applicable."
5.
Provide the physical location of the site or facility if it is different from the site mailing address.  If it is the same as the site mailing address, enter "same as site mailing address" or "not applicable."
6.
Provide the Division of Air Quality Facility ID Number.  If you do not know your Division of Air Quality Facility ID number, you can look it up on DNREC’s Environmental Navigator at: http://www.nav.dnrec.delaware.gov/DEN3/.  To look up your Facility ID number, run a search on your facility name.  When the results are displayed click on the “View” button  next to your facility’s name.  Your ID number will be displayed in the “Program ID” column next to your facility’s name with “Air Program” in the “Program” column.

7.
Enter the ORIS or facility code assigned to the source by the Energy Information Administration of the United States Department of Energy.  If this is not applicable, enter "Not Applicable" or "N/A".
8.
Provide the CO2 Designated Representative name.  See Section 2.1 of Regulation No. 1147 for the requirements of the CO2 Designated Representative.
9.
Provide the Title of the CO2 Designated Representative.  For example: "President" or "Plant Manager."  See Section 2.1 of Regulation No. 1147 for the requirements of the CO2 Designated Representative.
10.
Provide the name of the owner or facility manager.  If the owner is a corporation, provide the name of the corporation.
11.
Provide the title of the owner or manager.  For example: "Owner" or "Plant Manager."  If the owner is a corporation, enter "not applicable."
12.
Provide the name of the permit contact.  This should be the person who will manage permitting and compliance issues on a daily basis.  The permit contact will be the main point of contact for the Department.
13.
Provide the title of the permit contact.  For example: “Environmental Manager” or “Air Quality Specialist.”
14.
Provide the telephone number of the permit contact.
15.
Provide the fax number of the permit contact.
16.
Provide the e-mail address of the permit contact.
17.
Provide whether this is a new submission or a revision to a previously submitted permit application.
17.1
Provide whether this is a new submission or a revision to a previously submitted permit application.
18.
Provide the CO2 Budget Unit identification number.  Describe the CO2 Budget Unit.  Include the size of the unit in megawatts and million BTUs.
19.
Provide whether or not you have read the standard requirements.  Note that you must read the standard requirements for the application to be considered complete.
20.
