Projected Precipitation Trends 

Average precipitation is expected to increase about 10% by 2100. The number  

of very wet days, 2 inches or more of rainfall in 24 hours, is also projected to 

increase.

An increase in the frequency and intensity of heavy precipitation events is 

projected over the next century.  This is consistent with current observed 

trends and the projected trends for the entire Eastern United States.
